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George Osborne MP supports fight against Northwich incinerator

Representatives of CHAIN met George Osborne , MP for Tatton and Shadow Chancellor of the Exchequer in Barnton Memorial Hall, on 1 December. Two members of Cheshire West and Chester Council, Malcolm Byram and Norman Wright, were also present. The purpose of the meeting was to brief Mr Osborne on the background to the campaign against the Brunner Mond huge waste incinerator that could be located in his constituency. During the briefing he declared his ongoing support for the CHAIN campaign and promised his further assistance as and when necessary.
