Waste incinerator next door to Tesco Distribution Centre in Middlewich

This is the third letter we have written to Tesco on this issue and other than a telephone call from your Mr Kissman in which he promised to “look into the matter” there has been no proper response. In the meantime, Tesco has received the go ahead to build a superstore in Middlewich and we wish you every success in that enterprise.

Unfortunately, Covanta seem determined to build their incinerator virtually in the centre of the town overshadowing your distribution centre. It is incredible to l[image: image1.png]


ocal people that Tesco seems indifferent to the damage it could possibly cause to its operation and has not lodged a serious objection to the planning application. Just study the attached illustrations and you will understand why people take that few.

One aspect, for example, is the question of odour from the 1000 tonnes of garbage which Covanta will deliver in hundreds of HGVs every day and burn. By the way, Covanta  has not disclosed the detailed nature of the waste it wishes to incinerate.  They do admit, however, that smells will be a problem as evidenced in the following quotation from their planning application:

‘Sources of odour from the Development would be limited to odours escaping from waste carried in vehicles as they arrive and depart from the site’. (Ref 9.7.78)
Please note, this would be close to the Tesco depot.

It is not unreasonable to envisage that there will be occasions when there might be scores of rubbish laden lorries waiting to unload on a windy day and that your warehouse, which happens to be in the path of the prevailing wind, and employees will be enveloped in a fug of garbage odours with unpredictable consequences for your customers and your business.

Some of our supporters, who happen to be Tesco shareholders, are as concerned as the others about the company’s inaction.  As one of them put it: “ Why would we not object? What have we got to lose by objecting? “

Finally, we continue to hope that you will join the people of Middlewich and object to the incinerator.
